Los Banos Dog Licenses and Vaccinations

Effective December 1, 2009 the Los Banos Police Department will allow dog owners to
purchase dog licenses for one, two, or three years at a time. Those who purchase a two or
three year license will enjoy a slight cost savings. Dog owners may also opt to keep the
same dog tag and number.

This new procedure saves the city and the dog owner time and expenses related to this
process. Licenses are available at the Police Department, 945 5th Street, 8am-5pm,
Monday-Friday.

License costs are: 1 Year 2 Year 3 Year
Spayed/Neutered $7 $12 $17
Unaltered $14 $26 $38

Rabies vaccinations are required before a license can be issued. Vaccinations are valid
for up to three years so dog owners can now bring in that proof of vaccination and
purchase a license for the same time frame as the vaccination certificate.

There will no longer be an annual city vaccination and licensing clinic. Instead, local
animal healthcare providers will make “actual cost” vaccinations available on a year
round basis. No physical examination or other services are required for a vaccination.
Individuals needing local information about vaccinations, costs and office hours may
contact local services providers.

A concerted effort to enforce
licensing laws began January 1%, 2010.
